Co-op Benefits to the Student
· By coordinating co-op with the educational program, theory and practice are more closely

      related; therefore, the student finds that his studies have greater meaning.

· Coordination of work and study improves student academic motivation. As the student sees the relationship between the job and the principles he has studied in class, greater interest in

      academic work develops; therefore, decreasing the tendency to drop out.

· The student in the cooperative education program develops confidence, responsibility, and a

      greater understanding of other people and, therefore, the development and enhancement of

      interpersonal skills.

· Cooperative education courses will provide the student with professional experience prior to

      graduation and after-graduation employment opportunities.

· Cooperative education helps the student adapt to the world of work and gain an understanding of the workplace culture and competencies.

· Co-op brings about a greater sense of responsibility, greater dependence upon the student's own judgment and, consequently, a corresponding development of maturity.

· A student taking a co-op course may have the advantage to obtain technical knowledge through the use of state-of-the-art equipment not available on the college campus.

· Co-op courses provide the student with referral and employment contacts.

· Co-op courses provide the student with financial remuneration while pursuing an educational

      goal.
