C.  Be recommended for placement by Faculty in the Accounting Program (who has had the student in class) and the Co-op Faculty Coordinator.

D.  The semester a student enrolls in Co-op they must take an additional 3 SHC class. (Except during the summer semester or if they have completed all course requirements for graduation).
