STUDENT ELIGIBILITY SHEET

Human Services Substance Abuse

(A4538E and C4538E-C3 and C4538E-C4)
1. Eligibility Requirements:  Students enrolled in a Co-op approved curriculum should meet the following eligibility requirements prior to placement: 
A.
Maintain a minimum 2.5 program GPA

B. Degree students:  Must have a minimum of 12-semester hours credit (12 SHC) within their appropriate program of study before a student can be eligible to receive co-op credit. The following courses should be completed:
1. HSE 110: Introduction to Human Services

2. HSE 112: Group Process I (or DDT 110 or GRO120)

3. SAB 110: Substance Abuse Overview

4. PSY 150: General Psychology

5. **An additional  9 Semester Credit Hrs in SAB courses**
           Certificate students:  A minimum of  9 SAB credit hours must be completed before a student is eligible to begin their co-op experience.
C.  Registration- Students (degree and certificate) should be registered with the North Carolina Substance Abuse Professional Practice Board. This is done by contacting the board at one of the following:

When you contact the board and send $25, you will be sent a registration packet that includes: 

· Application

· Ethics statement

· FBI fingerprint card (You must take this to your local sheriff’s department, have your fingerprints made ($10-20.00 fee at sheriff’s department), and include the card with your return packet. 

· Supervision contract: You must find an approved supervisor (either a CCS or a CCS Intern) who agrees to supervise you during your practical experience which can be either paid or volunteer hours, fulltime or part-time.

· Substance abuse job description from your work site.  You must also have a job description on agency letterhead to provide to the Co-op office.
Return the registration packet with a $125 registration fee. Completing the registration packet notifies the board that you are in the process for becoming a certified substance abuse counselor. You should be registered before engaging in any substance abuse work to gain your required experience.

Students must be enrolled in an additional 3 Semester Credit Hours (SHC) concurrent with their Co-op. (Except if they have completed all course requirements for graduation).
