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Dental Hygiene Admissions Requirements 2015
Dental Hygiene is a limited enrollment program.  Each year 100 to 150 individuals apply and 25 to 30 applicants are selected along with 3-5 alternates. Applicants are ranked according to the score on this admission form.  If you are not accepted and you wish to reapply, you must complete a new Dental Hygiene Admission Form.

Basic Admission Requirements

Submit Dental Hygiene Admission Form after completing the following steps:

1. Complete College Admission Application in the Central High Building, at one of the multi-campus locations or on the internet at www.cpcc.edu/  by February, 2015. Designate Pre-Dental Hygiene (A55280D), as the Program on College Admission Application.

2. Graduation from high school or completion of the GED by June 30th, 2015.

3. Submit official transcripts in person or by mail of high school/GED and college to CPCC Student Records, Central High room 261, P.O. Box 35009, Charlotte, NC 28235. Transcripts will be processed in the order in which they are received. Please allow up to 4 weeks for processing. You will be notified by CPCC student email when the evaluation is complete. Secure additional unofficial copies for attachment to Dental Hygiene Program Application. Please Print unofficial copies using your snap account – Student Records will not provide copies to attach to application. Keep one copy of every transcript for your personal records.

If your high school or college transcripts are not from the United States, you will need an International Transcript Evaluation performed by an agent outside of Central Piedmont Community College.  A list of International Evaluators is available in the Counseling Department in the Central High Building.  There is a fee for this service.

4. Complete Chemistry Requirement.  Applicant must complete high school (prior to high school graduation) or college chemistry (after high school graduation) with a laboratory component within the last five years with a minimum grade of “C”. Acceptable college chemistry courses include CHM121 and CHM121A or higher. (CHM 090 will not be considered.)  Courses taken in the Spring semester 2015 will be considered, pending successful completion. 
5. All applicants must speak to an Academic Advisor regarding the need to take placement tests and/or developmental courses. 
6. Students must be eligible to take ENG 111 and MAT 110 prior to submitting the dental hygiene application.

7. International applicants should refer to the College Catalog for information regarding evidence of English competency.  Academic resources available to international students may be accessed through the Office of International Programs and Services, located on Central Campus, in Overcash 210.
8. Read the instructions carefully on the TEAS test permission slip on the next page. Complete the form and take the TEAS test. To meet eligibility to apply to the Dental Hygiene Program you must have a minimum TEAS score of 65.
The Dental Hygiene Program will host Information Sessions in August, November and January for students interested in a detailed description of the program and the admission process.

The application may be submitted between January 1st and noon February 11th, 2015.
February 11th is the deadline. Applications will not be accepted after this date.
Applicant must complete the entire application including selection of courses to be used for computation of “Past Academic Performance” points. All documentation including copies of transcripts and verification of experience must be attached to the Admission form.  The application will be considered incomplete if documentation and transcripts are not attached.  Because there are more applicants than space available, once basic criteria are met, admission is based on points obtained from the following criteria:

1.
TEAS test score. (Minimum 65)
2.
Past Academic Performance.
3. Work Experience.
4. Designated Alternate Status 2014.

Procedure for Taking TEAS Test

The Test of Essential Academic Skills (TEAS Test) was developed by Assessment Technologies Institute (ATI) to predict the academic readiness of applicants prior to admission into a healthcare program. The TEAS is a four-part, web-based assessment that includes subtests in Reading, Mathematics, Science, and English language usage.  There are 170 questions in total. The test can only be taken once every 3 months. Total testing time for all four test areas is 3 ½ hours.  Scoring is automatic; you will receive your score when you have completed the test.

· Complete the permission slip for the TEAS Test seen below.

· Present the permission slip to the Central Campus Cashier’s office in the Central High building and pay the testing fee there.  The cost of the TEAS Test is $55.00.  A receipt is issued at the time of payment.

· Attach your payment receipt to the permission slip and take both with you to the testing center when ready to take the test.

· The TEAS Test is offered in the Central High Building, room 248, on Monday through Thursday from 9:00 am to 2:00 pm.

· It is recommended that you complete general education coursework prior to taking the TEAS.  A study guide for the test is available at Atitesting.com.

· Please note:  No calculators or dictionaries are allowed during the TEAS test.  Use of these will result in disqualification from the test.  

· A copy of your TEAS test results MUST be attached to the application.

The Adjusted Individual Total Score will be multiplied by 0.50 to calculate the TEAS Test Points Awarded.
