ADMISSION INFORMATION FOR FALL 2012
Deadline Date for Application - Fall Class 2012 - April 1, 2012
The Medical Laboratory Technology program is a competitive enrollment program.  Each year a maximum of 24 students are selected.  Students are ranked according to the score on the attached admissions form.  
Prerequisites:

· Applicants must verify, by transcript, successful completion of a high school or college level Chemistry course with a grade of “C” or better within the last 10 years.  If you have never taken a chemistry course, this prerequisite can also be met by taking Chem 090 at CPCC.

· All applicants must take the Test of Essential Academic Skills (TEAS).  The test is available in the Testing Center and the cost is $45.00
The admissions process for the MLT program is as follows:

1. If not currently enrolled at CPCC, go to the Student Success Center in the Central High Building, and complete an application to the college or submit an online application [ www.cpcc.edu ].  Designate Medical Laboratory Technology  [A10300L]  as the program of interest.  If you are a current student see Admissions to change your program of study.

2. Request that an official copy of your high school and college transcripts be sent to CPCC Student Records, PO Box 35009, Charlotte, NC 28235
a. Fill out the “Request for Transfer of High School/College Grade Form” available in the Admissions office on the second floor of Central High.
b. Fill out “Request for Transcript Evaluation” after transcripts have been received by the college, also available on the second floor of Central High in Student Records and available on-line.
Note to International Students:  If your high school and/or college transcripts are from outside the United States, you will need an International Transcript Evaluation performed by an agency outside of CPCC.  There is a fee for this service.  You may obtain a listing of International Evaluators from the counselors in Central High Building, Room #212 or www.cpcc.edu/foreign_languages/transcript.htm
3. Students who have not completed college English and Algebra courses must take English, Reading and/or Algebra placement tests.  Any developmental studies courses, as indicated by placement test scores, must be completed prior to applying to the program.  
4. All applicants must take the Test of Essential Academic Skills (TEAS) at a cost of $45.00.

5.  Submit a hard copy of the completed admissions packet, including copies of high school and college transcripts, and TEAS test results to the Ms. Vanessa Gooden in the Health Science Dvision in BL 3125 by April 1, 2011.
Admissions applications are processed in April and May.  Students will be notified by  email in late May of their status.  Students will be required to attend a MLT Student Orientation in late May or during the summer before classes begin.
Procedure for Taking TEAS Test

The Test of Essential Academic Skills (TEAS Test) was developed by Assessment Technologies Institute (ATI) to predict the academic readiness of applicants prior to admission into a healthcare program. The TEAS is a four-part, web-based assessment that includes subtests in Reading, Mathematics, Science, and English language usage.  There are 170 questions in total. The test can only be taken once every three months. Total testing time for all four test areas is 3 ½ hours.  Scoring is automatic; you will receive your score when you have completed the test.

· Complete the permission slip for the TEAS Test seen below.

· Present the permission slip to the Central Campus Cashier’s office in the Central High building and pay the testing fee there.  The cost of the TEAS Test is $45.00.  A receipt is issued at the time of payment.

· Attach your payment receipt to the permission slip and take both with you to the testing center when ready to take the test.

· The TEAS Test is offered in the Central High Building, room 248, on Monday through Thursday from 9:00 am to 2:00 pm.

· It is recommended that you complete coursework prior to taking the TEAS.  A study guide is available at Atitesting.com.

· Please note:  No calculators or dictionaries are allowed during the TEAS test.  Use of these will result in disqualification from the test.  

· A copy of your TEAS test results MUST be attached to the application.

The reading, math, and total adjusted scores from your test will be added up, then multiplied by 0.10 to calculate the TEAS Test Points Awarded.
