Journal or Blog Guidelines/FIM
Daily journals (or blog entries) are due to CPCC instructor weekly.  This is required for those students getting a grade and CPCC credit. It is optional for others.
Your journal indicates to your instructor how you are appreciating and 

learning from your host culture and your experience in Montreal.   It is an 

important component of your final grade.  There should be daily entries in your journal.
The journal should not just be a run down of daily events but do include 

those that impacted you and tell why!  It should be written in French if your level allows……if not, franglais is next choice but English is OK.

Your first journal is due the first Friday after arrival and then every Friday thereafter.   I will designate a place to leave your journal.  

Do include impressions, your personal opinions & feelings about:

1. The city of Montreal/ the look, the feel, the people etc. 

2. Landscapes 
3. People you observe (and the special things that they do) 
4. The language and pronunciation you hear
5. Your progress with the language 

6. Classroom experiences
7. The food you are eating; special culinary experiences
8. New activities you are enjoying
9. Your living situation
10. Meetings with students from all over the world
11. Special conversations with your instructors, your new friends, your baker, your waiter?   

12. Comparisons between Charlotte and Montreal:  What is different/fun/interesting?   

13. What do you miss?  What do you like better?    

14. Poetry?   Inspired thought?   A favorite song you heard?   A favorite movie?  
15. Upon return, you are to email me a final reflective paper re: what this study abroad experience has meant to you or how it might make a difference to your life, include general impressions and how you might have grown or what major lesson you might have learned.  Your “reflective paper” is required in order for instructor to submit your grade.
