CERTIFICATE CODING REGULATIONS
For certificates 1 – 10:

C + 5-digit state number + C + certificate number

(i.e. C25100-C1 through C25100-C0)

For certificates 11 – 99:

C + 5-digit state number + certificate number

(i.e. C25100-11 through C25100-99)

Comments:

· The new coding convention allows for up to 99 certificates, ensuring that it will not be outdated soon.

· The “C” at the front of the code denotes that it is a certificate program.
· Keeping the current convention for the first 10 certificates in a program prevents the college from renumbering the 120+ existing certificates.
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
