	Relating to Audience
	The student tells the audience how much they can benefit from the information Or connects directly to the specific audience being addressed.  
	The student connects the topic to his/her audience in a general way.
	The student does not relate the topic to the specific audience he/she is addressing.

	Informing
	There is a clear structure and the student informs the audience in an interesting and logical manner using good transitions.
	There is some structure; The student informs the audience and provides adequate supporting detail.  Most transitions are appropriate.
	There is no apparent structure to the body of the speech and no use of appropriate transitions.  Student does not provide adequate supporting information.

	Summarizing
	The student summarizes key points.
	The student provides a summary but without including all key points.
	The student ends the presentation without summarizing key points.

	Closing


	The student closes presentation in a creative and articulate manner.  
	The student brings the presentation to a satisfying close.
	The student makes no attempt to finish the presentation in a formal way. The audience is left wondering if the presentation is finished.

	Delivery:
	Student uses grammatically correct and appropriate language.  Smooth effective delivery.  Good voice control, eye contact and physical demeanor.  Notes and visuals used to enhance the presentation.
	Student appears proficient with language, vocal and physical expression.  Notes and visuals used as needed.
	Student appears unpracticed and uses unnecessary pauses and filler words.  Displays problems with voice control, eye contact, or posture.  Incorrect or inappropriate language.  Visuals/notes not used appropriately.

	Volume
	The student uses appropriate volume throughout the presentation.
	The student uses appropriate volume most of the time.
	The student does not use appropriate volume and/or does not adjust volume level based on feedback from the audience.

	Pronunciation & Articulation
	The student pronounces and articulates words clearly throughout the presentation
	The student is generally articulate and makes only occasional articulation errors.
	The student mispronounces many words and makes many articulation errors (e.g. slurs words and/or mumbles).

	Eye Contact
	The student uses appropriate eye contact with each person and includes everyone in the audience as appropriate.

	Gestures, Posture & Movement
	Student uses gestures and movement to emphasize important points and enhance the quality of the presentation
