ST – AAS BRIDGE OPTION
The ST-AAS Bridge Option is designed for certified surgical technologists who desire to advance their professional careers by obtaining an Associate in Applied Science degree in Surgical Technology.  
The program incorporates transfer credit for past academic success/work, as well as enrollment in both advanced level surgical technology courses and general education courses.

Upon completion of required advanced surgical technology courses and general education courses the student will be awarded an Associates of Applied Science in Surgical Technology degree.  To earn a degree from CPCC, a minimum of 21 hours must be earned at residence at CPCC.
Eligibility Requirements:

· Possess current CST (certified surgical technologist) certification.

· Graduate of a CAAHEP accredited surgical technology program.

· Currently employed full or part-time as a surgical technologist.
