Proposals / Requests Reviewed:

1. Keith Cagle presented curriculum changes to the Interpreter Education (A55300) curriculum. Keith discussed the background details of the development of these requested curriculum changes and the direction in which this curriculum is headed. He also discussed the anticipated articulation agreements which serve as part of the rational for these requests. These new changes will allow the program a smoother articulation to the university level and permit them to offer a more diversified curriculum. Keith elaborated on the discussions that took place with other community colleges and universities in developing these new ASL courses. 

He also described the potential for a new curriculum for ASL teachers, an ASL studies curriculum and mentioned the future possibility of the community colleges offering a four year degree in this area. CPCC is sending these news courses forward to the state as the representative for all the community colleges within the state that offer the Interpreter Education courses and curriculum.

These requests include four new common course library courses: ASL 221 - Advanced ASL 1, ASL 222 – Advanced ASL 2, ASL 230 – American Deaf Culture and ASL 231 – Working with Deaf-Blind along with a program of study changes to Interpreter Education to include these new courses. 
The committee recommended that these requests be tabled until the changes and modifications discussed during the meeting have been completed. 
Additional Business:  
1. Marge Wilson provided the committee a copy of the draft six-year program plan for the learning unit. This document was shared with the committee for information purposes only.

2. A brief discussion was held concerning the removal of the examples page for the Request for Curriculum Review Committee action form. All agreed to eliminate this page.

3. A brief discussion was held about adding an addition question to the above document requiring that each request that impacts other areas of the college provide documentation that these other departments and divisions have been contacted. All agreed that Pat will word a statement to this effect and share with the committee for input.
