Proposals / Requests Reviewed:

1. Mike McGee presented curriculum changes to the Geospatial Technology curriculum. Mike presented the background details of the development of this curriculum, the grant that provided the impetus for development in this area and the direction in which these industries are headed. He also discussed the anticipated articulation agreements which serve as the rational for these requests. These new diplomas will allow the program a smoother articulation to the university level and permit them to offer a more diversified curriculum.
These requests include: A diploma in Geospatial Technology: Geography, a diploma in Geospatial Technology: Geomatics, a diploma in Geospatial Technology: Geographic Information Science and the addition of GEO 113, EGR 115 and EGR 115A to the technical elective pick list for the AAS degree in Geospatial Technology.
The committee voted unanimously to approve these requests.

2. The committee reviewed a request for a new certificate in Autobody Repair with Specialization in Racing. After discussion the committee voted to table this request. A decision was made to contact the Lori Walker, Division Chair for the Transport Systems Technologies Division and request that she or a representative from that area attend the October 17, 2007 meeting and discuss the rationale, background and justification for this certificate.

3. Lori Alexander presented and reviewed for the committee part of the new program development process. Lori discussed reasons behind the development of this model which include: the desire by the College to align programmatic growth with enrollment growth and community needs, formalizing instruction’s contribution to the college and providing a model for faculty and staff involved in the program development process. She discuss the design elements of this model, the phase 1 research components of considerations, resources available, documentation required, review process and approvals. She also discussed the development of a data base to house industry, competitive and economic research.
