Proposals / Requests Reviewed:
1) The committee reviewed and approved two requests from the Communications area:
To add either placement into ENG 111 or completion of ENG 090, with a grade of C or above and /or RED 090 with a grade of C or above; or ENG 095 with a grade of C or above; or EFL 111 and EFL 112 with a grade of C or above as a pre-requisite for COM 110, COM 120, COM 140 and COM 231.
To begin the process at a local level to eliminate ENG 112, ENG 113 or ENG 114 as a co-requisite from COM 150. 

2) The committee reviewed and approved a request from Paralegal Technology to remove CIS 111 as either/or option for students and require them to take CIS 110.
3) Rodney Jackson provided the committee with a background and history of the Sustainability Technologies degree. The committee reviewed and gave provisional approval for the Sustainability Technologies Degree with several stipulations. They requested to review the completed application packet.  The committee also requested the following information:

· A complete listing of the courses in the Program of Study with pre-requisites included.

· What are the budget implications of this curriculum to the institution?

· Who will develop / create these new courses that currently do not exist?

· Is there a time line associated with course development?

· What are the budget implications to each of the divisions for the development of these new courses?

· Who will teach these new courses?

· What are the credentials that will be required for faculty teaching these new courses?
