Please begin working on several action items integral to the committee.  

1.)  We need to write the resolution to be submitted to Faculty Senate on January 15.  Scarlett has volunteered to help me and Kim with this.  If you have any recommendations, please let us know right away.

2.)  We need committee member delegates at each campus.  This can be one or several individuals who would serve as co-delegates to “catch” employees on Spirit Day. 

2.)  We need to begin getting the website updated.  My goal is to have the website up and running for our first Spirit Day celebration.  Any volunteers?

All the ideas here are based on approval from the Senate.  We will also be sure to consult Susan Oleson and Marketing prior to beginning the “campaign.”

The Committee will meet again on Thursday, January 17 at 3:30 p.m. in Pease Annex Room 87.  We should have our decision from Faculty Senate at this time.  We will need to proceed quickly in order to celebrate our first Spirit Day on February 9.
