Policy Regarding Use of Traditional Overhead Projectors
The Faculty Welfare Committee strongly recommends that all instructional staff be given broad options regarding which technologies they prefer to use in their respective classrooms.  The recent installation of “smart” technology on CPCC campuses has greatly enhanced classroom instruction.  However, due to the nature of certain courses and depending on individual teaching styles, this latest technological advancement does not necessarily accommodate the need of many instructors for a traditional overhead transparency projector.  In these instances, a one-size-fits-all approach is inappropriate.
Some instructors will continue to require the flexibility that transparencies provide. Others require the capacity to manually create or mark on a document as their preferred method of instruction.  Many do not have easy access to scanners during their lesson preparation time and must depend on photo-copiers. Many already possess complete lesson plans & visual aids in transparency form.  They may not wish (or be able) to re-create their course in digital form.  For these individuals, there will be an ongoing need to have traditional projectors available.  

We would therefore strongly discourage the establishing of any policy that transparency projectors be systematically removed from classrooms. We firmly believe that all instructors should be encouraged to incorporate “smart” technology in their teaching, and that adequate training in its usage must be provided.  However, as a point of academic freedom, the instructor should be given the “final say” as to which types of technology are best suited to his / her subject matter and personal teaching style. At no time should efforts to upgrade classroom technology take precedence over an instructor’s perceived need for alternative equipment.  We therefore request that all instructional staff retain the right to use their preferred technological aids in their classes, and that, if an instructor anticipates a need for a transparency projector, it be made available and easily accessible in any classroom building, either inside his / her classroom or in a nearby storage area where transfer will not pose a problem.
