The Student Welfare Committee, with support from the College Senate and Faculty Welfare Committee, requests that telephones be installed in all classrooms on all campuses. The purpose of this request is to ensure there will be an open line of communication for both security and medical needs. The use of cellular phones is not a reliable way to communicate since signal strength may vary greatly depending upon the location of a person within the building and grounds. We request the telephones be installed in three phases with the final phase completed in 2010. Most classrooms have a computer with Internet connections; therefore, these lines may be an alternative to installing new lines through the building.
