109 students, faculty, and staff volunteered 850 hours of their time working on several different
service projects, including making an art project at Behind the Arts for a fundraising event,
repainting the house of a Love INC member, and packing school & health bags for the children
at Greater Enrichment Program afterschool center for atrisk youth.

Service in Actions 213 different students completed 2,405 hours of service at 22

separate events, including Uptown Shelter, Charlotte Rescue Mission, Weddington Assisted
Living, and many more agencies.

three different locations: First Ward Elementary, Seigle Avenue Preschool, and Elizabeth
Traditional.

Faculty & Community Partner Breakfasti service Learning hosted
networking breakfasts in which faculty and staff could come face-to-face to discuss possible
partnerships and projects together in an open discussion over grits, eggs, and coffee. In the fall,
48 people attended, while in the spring 35 came to the feast. The breakfast has become a
regular event for partners of Service-Learning.

Poverty Simulationi in the spring, the Service Learning Center hosted a poverty
simulation at North Campus. The simulation involved four different classes that were asked to
simulate living in poverty for an hour and a half, struggling to stretch a paycheck to cover food,
childcare, transportation, mortgage and utilities. In the fall, Service-Learning purchased a kit,
and now conducts the events in-house. This simulation was the first of these events emceed by
Service Learning.

Volunteer Fair Two volunteer fairs were held, with 35 agencies in the fall and 23 in the
spring to talk to over 300 students about volunteering.

Sustainability Initiativesii with increasing awareness around our world to become

environmentally conscious, the ServicelLearning Center supported many programs with a green
theme.
A third treeplanting was made possible through the efforts of CPCC, Catawba RiverKeeper
Foundation, Mecklenburg County Water Quality, and Sierra Club. The planting took place on
November 22nd with 160 volunteers and over 1200 trees were planted along the site near
Mountain Island Lake, a source of drinking water to Charlotteans.
Big Sweep National Creek Clean -up was hosted again by CPCC at Levine campus and at Latta
Plantation near Mountain Island Lake. Service in Action! students worked along waters at Latta
Plantation in preparation for abovementioned tree planting, while Levine students cleaned up

around the roads of campus.
