       Volunteer Opportunities for CPCC Students
Classroom Assistant:  Assist teachers in facilitating classroom activities. Responsibilities may include individual tutoring, leading small group learning activities, art projects, etc. This opportunity requires a two hour commitment once a week. **ONLY IF COMMITMENT IS THROUGH JUNE
Lunch Buddy: Provide a mentoring friendship for an identified ACP student.  Responsibilities may include having lunch with a child, playing games, reading, talking, etc.  This opportunity requires a one hour commitment once a week. **ONLY IF COMMITMENT IS THROUGH JUNE

Tutor: Assist student with homework or school assignments.  Responsibilities may include meeting with the teacher and A Child’s Place staff on behalf of the child. This opportunity requires a one hour commitment once a week. **ONLY IF COMMITMENT IS THROUGH JUNE

Pen Pal:  Communicate with a student through letter writing.  This opportunity requires a twice a month commitment.  Pen Pals were created to enhance students’ writing skills. 

Snack Providers: Snack providers may be individuals or groups who bring hearty, healthy snacks for the students on a regular basis.  This commitment could be once a week or twice a month.  

Distribution Center Coordinator:  Coordinate and record in-kind goods, facilitate distribution of in-kind donations to Social Work Teams, and maintain the Resource Room inside the ACP main office.

Website design/maintenance:  Volunteer outside of school or business hours helping ACP staff keep our website up-to-date and looking fresh.  Can be done at your location. 
Fundraising: Assist A Child’s Place by putting together a fundraiser or a drive for coats, food, school supplies, uniforms, ect. 

Summer Camp Volunteers: Volunteer with reading, leading group activities, monitoring the kids, supplying camp necessities (snacks, bathing suits, towels, ect) * ONLY A SUMMER COMMITMENT
Snack Packer/Hygiene Bag packer: Volunteer to help supply the kids with extra snacks and hygiene items. 

Office Volunteer: Volunteer to assist with basic office duties; answer phones, greet clients, organize resource rooms, ect. 

Nelson Ave Makeover: Volunteer to renovate our temporary housing for our families, cleaning, - Painting (we request a white or off white) Cleaning (we ask that groups bring supplies), Carpet cleaning, Provide furnishings* All bedding (beds, sheets, pillows, etc) All kitchen items (plates, utensils, pots and pans, etc.)

Bathroom items (shower curtain, rugs, towels, etc.) Living room furniture (couch, coffee table, lamps, etc.)

Afterschool program: Volunteer with the kid’s afterschool by providing snacks, leading group activities, tutoring and homework help, and playing games. 

A Swine Evening: Volunteer by putting together packages for the piggy banks. Table hosts, greeters, item packers, bid-sheet collectors.
