All candidates must complete the representative application packet and return to their campus's respective SGA Advisor.  The Advisor will review the application packet and then submit it to the Senate Chair of that campus.
3.
All candidates must be interviewed by the Campus Senators and SGA Advisor at the campus for which they apply.  The representative candidate must be voted in by a simple majority.
4.
No student who is on active probationary status with the College and is in violation of the Student Code of Conduct is eligible to hold a representative position.

All candidates must read and sign the SGA Representative Orientation Contract and be prepared to meet the contract conditions if appointed to office.

4. Participate in business proceedings when able and follow accepted business and leadership protocol.

5. Actively serve on committees for which I volunteer.

_______Attendance
